 The library is in receipt of two claim forms from OCPL for the library’s portion of the 60 
2009 New York State Local Library Services Aid Payment equaling $37, 501.00. 61 

 The offer of land for sale that was mentioned at the Board Meeting in October (discussed 62 
in Executive Session, as it was a legal matter) was researched and the property is not in 63 
the Liverpool Central School District.  64 

 In September, the trustees nominated George Alessio for the Onondaga County Public 65 
Library Trustee of the Year Award. Alessio, who was unaware of the nomination until 66 
this moment, thanked the Board for the honor. 67

6. OCPL/Advisory Board Meeting 69 
No report. The consensus of the Board was to appoint Marlene Ward as its representative at 70 
future meetings. Adria Ripka, President of the Advisory Council, will be notified of the 71 
appointment.

The contracts have been signed between the library and Heritage Masonry Restoration, Inc. 80

3. Systems Librarian position 82 
Ward made a motion and Dodge seconded to approve the Systems Librarian position. Discussion 83 
followed regarding the duties of the position. Civil Service has already created the position for the 84 
library. All were in favor. 85

- President Toscano remarked on how nice the artwork looked on the walls in the CCR. Students 88 
at Elmcrest Elementary School created the artwork. Deb Dahlin is the art teacher. 89 
- The Board asked when the Media Bank would be operational. 90

- Dodge thanked Polly for informing the Board of all legal documents received from the library’s 93 
attorney, including the most recent on searches of personal property. The Board was in 94 
agreement. 95 
- Dunstone reported that a library in New Jersey where his grandson goes not only does not have 96 
very many children’s books, but also because the family is in a different township, the cost for a 97 
library card is $90.00 per year. 98
